Improved frequency means buses come more often, all day. In other words, 
buses arrive at a stop every 15 or 30 minutes depending on the route. 
When buses come more frequently, you don’t need to plan your day around the schedule. For the most frequent 
routes (13, 41, 62A/B), buses would come every 15 minutes, seven days a week.
